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1. Eliminate Single-Use Water Bottles and Provide Water Refill Stations: 

 
You can fill up your bottle with drinking water at all water connections on the event site. All bottles are 
made of 100% recycled material. 

2. Eliminate Plastic Straws:  

 
Since 2018, all of our bars and food stands on the event site no longer use Plastic Straws. We use 
sustainable alternatives or even eliminate the use of straws altogether. 



 
 

3. Serve Food with Plastic-Free Dinnerware:  

 
We have had a general single-used plastic ban since 2018. Therefore, we serve everything on 
sustainable plates, utensils, cups etc. In addition, we have developed a unique deposit system for our 
cups. 



 
 

4. Use or Provide Reusable Bags:  

 
For many years we have been using sustainable bags made of organic linen instead of plastic bags. In 
addition, with a partner who sews new bags from old sails that were given away. 



 
 

5. Award Practical Items or Use a Perpetual or Upcycled Trophy:  

We have been awarding perpetual trophies for over a hundred years. Recently, these are also only given 
as a picture, so that no retour transport is necessary. In addition, we use individual wooden trophies from 
sustainable cultivation. 

6. Publicize Your Sustainability Efforts:  

 
In all publications, such as NOR, SI, our own magazine, we also highlight our sustainability concept. In 
addition, we also communicate this directly to the participants by mail and make campaigns in social 
media.

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7. Involve Local Organizations:  

 
We use local partners in all areas of our event to keep transport distances short and to make the best use 
of local conditions. 

 
Together with Boris Hermann und his Team Malizia we had a strong partner on our side. The team is 
known worldwide for its commitment to the environment. We were also able to show visitors important 
things there in an exhibition and offered an educational program for children. 



 
 

8. Post Educational and Reusable Signage: 

 
We make it clear with signage where water bottles can be refilled, trash can be disposed of properly, and 
more. 

9. Serve Local Food or Source Seafood Sustainably:  

 
Our catering offers a balanced diet every day from our local caterer, who also prepares vegetarian and 
vegan meals fresh on site every day. 



 
 

10. Organize a Green Team:  

 
In our team (6 PAX), everyone is responsible for sustainability in their area for implementation. 

11. Ensure Proper Waste Bin Placement and Signage:  

 
With our partner Remondis, we have developed attractive signs and waste stations. They train and 
demonstrate the aspects of waste separation in a child's play. 



 
 

12. Divert Food Waste from the Landfill:  

 
Leftover food is used elsewhere. We also strive to cooperate with organizations that pick up the leftovers 
and distribute them further.

Our race management works exclusively electronically and 
paperless. Already since 2018 no announcements, changes or 
results are printed out. We have developed an app for officials, 
sailors and visitors that displays everything. 

  



 
 

14. Host a Beach or Marina Clean-up:  
Through Covid, it was not possible to do a joint clean-up. However, all participants were advised to 
dispose of their waste in the buckets provided. 

15. Promote Alternative Transportation:  

 
We offer carpooling for people, have an attractive shuttle to the nearest airport and do not allow cars with 
trailers to enter the port. Here we use our own equipment to move the trailers in a resource-saving way. 

16. Increase Awareness of Wildlife and Habitat Protection:  

 
We protect marine life through our actions and draw attention to the need to protect it in our 
communications. 



 
 

17. Offer Vegetarian or Vegan Alternatives:  

 
All +300 volunteers receive daily food meals on site. There is always the choice between a normal, a 
vegetarian or vegan meal. These options are also available for packed lunches throughout the day. 



 
 

18. Use Eco-Smart Race Management Techniques  

 
Our race management works digitally in almost all areas and does without paper. We have already 
deployed robotic buoys and are working with an ecological racecourse system to create synergies. 

19. Prevent Toxins from Entering the Water  

 
In the harbor on the Even area there is a separate washing place for boats. The water is collected there 
and can thus not get into the groundwater. Only pure water is allowed. 



 
 

20. Encourage Green Boating Practices  
We are striving to cooperate with partners for green boating and have already used fewer inflatable boats 
with conventional engines this year 
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
